Ken Capron said GPCOG had not promoted the RAISE grants from USDOT. He disputed that PACTS is the MPO.

He said that PACTS fails to comply with federal regulation regarding the inclusion of private enterprise in

transportation planning.
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Ellen Murphy spoke to the recent controversy over the transit funding split letter, noting that she uses both
METRO and South Portland bus services. She said that the heads of transit agencies should have the most say
about how transit is funded because they are accountable to riders.

Acceptance of 4/26/22 Minutes

Sue moved approval of last month’s minutes. Nat seconded. A roll call was conducted. All were in favor.

Spotlight: All about PACTS
Chris Chop delivered a slide deck explaining the role of PACTS and recent changes to PACTS decision making.

Executive Director’s Report

The United States Environmental Protection Agency awarded $3.9 million to the Greater Portland Council of
Governments to help communities redevelop brownfield sites. It’s the single-largest grant that GPCOG has ever
received.

GPCOG’s next step on developing a long-term housing solution to help resettle asylum seekers is to connect
municipal managers with state and federal agencies to help surface and answer questions about the impact of
hosting families within a municipality. One option GPCOG staff are beginning to explore is an interlocal
agreement.

Paul Johnson, Senior Economic Development Manager, joined GPCOG’s team this week. He'll be developing and
offering a new service to municipalities, helping development projects ‘be the best they can be’ for a
community. He’ll be looking to support the integration of affordable housing, climate resilience and impact,
walking, biking, and transit, and more into the planning for future development.

FY23 Budget

Sue moved recommending the second draft of the FY23 budget, as included in the agenda’s attachment, to the
General Assembly. Nat seconded. The roll was called and all were in favor.

FY23 Executive Committee Members and Officers

Sandy thanked the nominating committee, including Bill Shane and Matt Sturgis, for working to develop the
proposed FY23 slate. Kristina said that Sandy, sadly, won’t be serving on the Executive Committee next year, and
that Sandy has asked Krista Chappell if she would be willing to serve.

Sue moved recommending the proposed FY23 slate of Executive Committee members and Executive Committee
Officers to the General Assembly. Mark seconded. The roll was called and all were in favor.

Executive Director’s Annual Performance Goals

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The group agreed to strike the first performance metric under the first proposed goal. John moved approval of
the goals, as noted below. Jarrod seconded. The roll was called and all were in favor.

Revised: Annual Performance Goals for Executive Director

Improve public transportation. Continue to build regional collaboration that is both supportive of
individual agency needs and results in measurable progress towards a regional system and the
investments necessary to build transit ridership. One metric is to see transit ridership grow at least 5%
across the transit network.

Connect members to larger network. Provide opportunities for members to connect with GPCOG’s
network of federal and state partners and private sector and non-profit stakeholders, providing access
to resources and people for all members, with particular focus on the region’s smaller towns. One metric
of success is to provide 4 opportunities per year for cities and towns to meet with members of the
Congressional delegation and state agency and legislative leaders.

Grow COG’s advocacy impact. Communicate our regional needs, best practices, and innovative
solutions to decisionmakers to support GPCOG’s advocacy for regional and state approaches to tackling
the significant challenges faced by our communities. One metric of success is that GPCOG helps catalyze
regional response to at least one major regional challenge, likely in FY23 related to the resettlement of
asylum seekers in Maine.

Elevate COG’s communications. Enhance the agency’s capacity to develop, analyze, and visualize data,
tell stories, share the big picture and regional perspective, and compellingly communicate about the
choices our region and state face for the future, with particular focus on the FY23 — FY24 organizational
priority to illustrate the impacts and benefits of smart growth.

FY23 Meeting Calendar

Sue moved adoption of the FY23 Executive Committee calendar, as included in the agenda’s attachment. Nat
seconded. The roll was called and all were in favor.

Discussion about Recent PACTS Events

Kristina explained the changes in decision making that the PACTS Policy Board has adopted over the last few
years, noting that improving public transportation was identified as the top priority of the region’s residents in
2018.

This precipitated the broader PACTS communities wanting to increase understanding, planning, and investments
in public transportation. The current transit system performs poorly against comparable places, particularly for
bus riders. The region called for a coordinated modern service that delivers faster, more frequent, and
convenient service for people.
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PACTS set a more inclusive table, involving transit riders, employers, environmental specialists, and others in
decision making. Transit operators know their system and their current customers. The larger table collectively
understands what the region and future customers need and want.

The PACTS table is where individual interests of municipalities and transit agencies are balanced against one
another. It's a competitive table where entities seek resources from a regional allocation of federal funds. The
individual interests are also balanced with regional priorities.

PACTS has been making progress in setting up scoring criteria and performance measurement to assess regional
investments in transportation, including public transportation.

Kristina explained the current situation, citing the sequence of events detailed in the agenda packet, and adding
new information from the last few days, including receipt of a letter from four transit operators requesting
changes to the split letter and listing topic areas about the PACTS process they would like to revisit. The next
step is the PACTS Policy Board meeting, at which the transit operators’ recent letter would be discussed.

Sandy asked for public comment. Ken Capron said that South Portland and Westbrook carried a greater cost
burden for transit when the communities were part of METRO. Sandy closed public comment.

Kate requested the GPCOG Executive Committee receive a copy of the letter. Kristina said she would send it. For
members of the public, it will be included in the agenda for the PACTS Policy Board, which would be published
on GPCOG’s website in the Agenda Center later in the day. The group asked for an update after the PACTS Policy
Board meets.

Executive Session

Before the vote on whether to enter Executive Session, Nat thanked Sandy for her leadership this past year as
GPCOG's President, and thanked her for all her work to better our region.

Nat moved the Executive Committee enter executive session, pursuant to 1 MRS §405(6)(A). Kate seconded. The
roll was taken and all were in favor.

At 1:44 p.m., the Executive Committee reconvened in public session. John moved to adjourn. Kate seconded. The
roll was called, and all were in favor.

Executive Director’s Report

Strategic Priority — Serve our Members

Member services list. Thanks to the suggestion of Mary Fernandes, Tom Bell created an updated
member services brochure.

Sustainability Services. This fall, we are in the final phase of delivering a climate action plan to Falmouth
and are kicking off two new municipal processes with Freeport and Yarmouth. We plan to submit
applications to the Governor’s Office for Policy Innovation and the Future’s Community Resilience
Partnership to provide climate action planning services to North Yarmouth.

We supported the enrollment of Cumberland, Freeport, Yarmouth, North Yarmouth in the Community
Resilience Partnership, facilitating access to grant opportunities up to $50,000. GPCOG has also applied
for a grant to support Gorham, Westbrook and Standish to enroll these towns in the program.

GPCOG has also delivered technical assistance by developing a sustainability benefits project screening
tool for Windham and Bridgton. The towns will use it to screen projects for future development. On the
heels of that work, we kicked off a new project with Windham to assess the cost and emissions profile
of their municipal operations and to do a town wide greenhouse gas emissions inventory. The goal is to
use the inventory to inform the update of the 2010 Windham Energy Plan.

Lastly, we are kicking off the National Fish and Wildlife Foundation funded Climate Ready Casco Bay
project this Fall after a serious delay in contracting due to federal government delays and a negotiation
on indirect rate. This project will serve 10 coastal community GPCOG members plus Brunswick by
identifying at risk coastal areas in the region and developing nature-based solutions for those areas that
can be folded into town level planning documents.

Metro Region Coalition. The Coalition has developed its FY23 priorities: 1) expand housing choices; 2)
pursue regional solutions to homelessness; 3) support resettlement of asylum seekers.

Resettlement. Staff will provide an oral update on this work to welcome and retain asylum seekers in
our region and in Maine.

Strategic Priority — Regional Prosperity

Public transportation. The Ride With Me event aims to educate decision-makers about the
transportation barriers experienced by older adults, people with disabilities, people of color, and
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individuals with lower incomes. During the event, decision-makers are paired with community members
to ride from a specific point to another to gain first-hand insight to the challenges faced by riders. The
idea of the event came from a Community Transportation Leader.

11 paired rides took place in April and May, engaging elected officials, transit agency staff, and
municipal staff. The event took place on the bus, train, and by walking, and across the region from Old
Orchard Beach up to Brunswick.

Both parties shared that the event fostered valuable conversations and insight into the rider’s
challenges and of the decision-making process and efforts. Some pairs discussed tangible action steps to
improve the transit experience. Since the event, Metro engaged CTL members in their summer bus
operators training to encourage a dialogue between riders and bus operators. The town of Yarmouth
and Metro have been working to install bus shelters at their BREEZ bus stops. South Portland relocated
a bus stop to a safer location as suggested by a community member during the event. Decision-makers
have shared that they would like to see this event occurring annually, if not more frequently.

Five new bus shelters became canvases to celebrate diversity in Portland.

(channel 6) published stories about the new creative bus shelters. The project is a collaboration of
Creative Portland (the official arts agency for the City of Portland), the Greater Portland Metro and

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GPCOG. Maine Public Radio, News Center Maine, and Spectrum News this summer wrote stories about
our Bus Ambassadors program.

Over the summer, there was press coverage on broadband, the Gorham Connector, and asylum seeker
resettlement. In July, our efforts to help five Lakes Region towns expand access to broadband was
covered by the Portland Press Herald and WGME (channel 13). The Portland Press Herald wrote about
the Portland’s City Council’s resolution about the Turnpike’s proposed Gorham Connector. The council’s
resolution asks GPCOG (which is doing a rapid transit study for Portland, Westbrook and Gorham) to
include in the study a comparison of the climate impacts of a new rapid transit line versus the Gorham
Connector. The Press Herald story noted that our agency had no role in crafting the resolution. The
Portland Phoenix also wrote about the City Council’s action.

The Christian Science Monitor published a lengthy story about the housing crisis facing asylum seekers
and local communities. In June, our efforts to create new temporary housing for asylum seekers was
covered by News Center Maine, the Portland Press Herald, WGME, Spectrum News, Maine Public Radio,
and WMTW (channel 8). The Press Herald also wrote an editorial in support of our efforts.

Economic Development — Paul Johnson, Robert O’Brien, (our two new Senior Economic Development
Managers) and Chris Hall are working on GPCOG’s new 5-year Comprehensive Economic Development
Strategy for the US EDA. Additionally, Robert and Paul are meeting with municipal economic
development staff and finding lots of new opportunities for GPCOG to support local development
priorities. Our new Economic Development Team also works closely with our new Planning Director,
Matt Panfil, who is working with Robert on municipal and regional land use technical support and
innovation strategies. Future agendas will spotlight some of the exciting work our new team is doing.

Strategic Priority — Operate with Excellence

Recruitment. Over the summer, GPCOG hired:

Robert O’Brien, Senior Economic Development Manager, heads up GPCOG’s housing and zoning
technical assistance initiative and helps prioritize shovel-ready projects for federal funding. Robert came
from the Maine Development Foundation. As a program director, he worked at the Maine Downtown
Center (the statewide coordinator of the National Main Street program) and the Forest Opportunity
Roadmap program, where he oversaw redevelopment programming for 10 communities that had lost a
major paper mill. Previously, Robert consulted on Newcastle’s comprehensive plan, worked in the
Freeport Town Planning Office, and, for eight years, Robert was part of Maine Preservation, a statewide
nonprofit advocating for Maine’s historic architecture, where he rose to Assistant Director. Robert also
has served on the Portland School Board, two charter commissions, historic preservation board, and as
president of the West End Neighborhood Association.

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Matt Panfil, Planning Director, leads GPCOG’s team of planners and data professionals in providing a
range or project management and land use planning services in support of local governments an
regional partners throughout Southern Maine. Matt came to GPCOG from Brunswick, where he served
as the town’s Director of Planning and Development for four years. He also worked as a planner in the
Chicago metropolitan area and Vail, Colorado. Matt brings a background in urban planning and policy,
with a Master’s degree from the University of Illinois, Chicago, and certifications from the American
Institute of Certified Planners — Certified Urban Designer, and Leadership in Energy and Environmental
Design Accredited Professional in Building Design + Construction.

Christian Roadman, Senior Planner, will join GPCOG'’s planning team next week, following work in both
the public and private sectors, as a planner with Woodard & Curran, the City of Portland, Maine and City
of Shaker Heights, Ohio. He brings experience in urban design, historic preservation, land use planning,
sustainability, grant writing, and active transportation. Christian has a Bachelor’s degree from Ithaca
College and a Master of Urban Planning degree from the University of Michigan.

We have a search for regional transportation planner nearing completion, are working to fill a mid-level data
position, and will be opening a search for another data analyst and community engagement manager. With
the new hires we are positioning GPCOG to better serve the needs of member communities and the region
as they address multiple challenges — housing, transportation, climate change — at a time when finding and
keeping good people in key roles has become ever more difficult.

William Mann
